You will be required to purchase and barbecue a minimum of 4 racks of Ribs. One rack must be baby back ribs. Only
the baby back ribs will be judged. The remainder of your ribs will be placed in the Hospitality Room so that our
sponsors may enjoy them.

Entrants must provide their own equipment such as:

BBQ grill, smoker, barrel smoker, propane, wood, charcoal, sauces, rubs and any other supplies that are needed.
Please provide fire extinguishers on site.

Entrants will be responsible for removing their own equipment. You must clean up your space. Do not Dump Any
Grease, Liquid, Charcoal or anything onto the grass in the park.

Do not Dump HOT Coals in trashcans or on the ground.

All ribs MUST be cooked in your booth at the rib cook-off site. Meat must be un-cooked, unmarinated, and just as it
comes from the butcher. Once the meat is inspected, the cook(s) are allowed to prepare them in any manner they
wish, with the exception of boiling.

Festival hours are 11:00 AM to 9:00 PM. Set-up may begin on Friday, September 17, 2010, after 6:00 PM, security
will be provided, or on Saturday, September 18, 2010, after 7:00 AM. All set-ups must be completed by 9:30 AM on
Saturday, September 18, 2010 and all cars must be removed from the area by 9:30 AM. Barbecuers may leave once
all the ribs have been cooked.

The 3 racks of ribs that you will be cooking for the Festival Hospitality Room must be ready by 11:30 AM. Ifyou
do not cook at least three (3) racks of ribs for the Festival you will not be included in the judging. Thank you for your
cooperation in this matter.

Judging of the baby back ribs will begin at 3:00 p.m. Each judge will rate the sample for tenderness and taste. The
winners will be announced and the prizes awarded when judging has been completed. The prizes will be as follows:

1* Place - $250.00
2" Place -$125.00
3" Place - $ 75.00
And of course, lets not forget bragging rights

The Live Oak Festival must receive your completed entry form along with your entry fee no later than September 15, 2010.
